Evaluation of the Board

In assessing the proposal for professor appointment, the board proceeded in accordance with
Act No. 111/1998 Coll., on Higher Education Institutions and on the Modification and
Amendments of Other Acts, and in compliance with Masaryk University Directive No. 7/2017
on Habilitation Procedures and Professor Appointment Procedures, and Faculty of Education
Directive No. 2/2021 on Principles of Habilitation Procedure and Professor Appointment
Procedure at the Faculty of Education of Masaryk University.

The Board took into consideration recommendation letters sent by:

Prof. Paolo Moderato — IULM University, Milan, Italy
Prof. Mickey Keenan — Ulster University, UK
Prof. Milori PotméSil — Faculty of Education, Palacky University in Olomouc

All the above-mentioned professors evaluated the work and activities of associate professor
Karel PanCocha, Ph.D. very positively, both in terms of contribution to scientific research and
teaching in the field of Special Pedagogy, as well as in the area of development of international
relations.



Evaluation of the applicant's scholarly qualifications

A significant scientific and research contribution of the applicant is related to his scholarly
activity in the field of Special Pedagogy with a focus on inclusive education and social inclusion.
The scientific qualities of the applicant were assessed by the committee based on data on his
publications, on the references to his publications in the works of other authors, on the basis
of his research activities and on the basis of positive evaluations in letters of recommendation.

The applicant's research and teaching activities are profiled in three areas:

1. Social determinants of inclusive education and inclusion of individuals with

disabilities in society

The applicant's research activity is focused on the area of inclusive education and social
inclusion of individuals with disabilities throughout their life course. In particular, he focuses on
the attitudes of the public and other key stakeholders of inclusive education, such as parents,
teachers, and students of education, towards inclusive education and people with different
types of disabilities. At the most general level, the candidate's research activities address
societal attitudes towards the phenomenon of disability.
These topics have been investigated by the applicant since 2007 within the research project
Research Project Special Needs of Pupils in the Context of the Framework Curriculum for
Primary Education (MSM0021622443). The aim of his research was to identify the basic
factors determining the successful inclusion of pupils with special educational needs in terms
of their further participation in the educational process, future success at the labour market,
and participation in leisure and other social activities.
Between 2015 and 2017, the candidate focused his research on different approaches of
society towards people with disabilities and social disadvantages, as part of the research
project of the Czech Republic Grant Agency (GACR) entitled Discourse and Practice of Child
Care in the Czech Lands: Segregation of Roma Children and Children with Disabilities from
the 19th Century to the Present (GA15-10625S).
The results of the research have been published in monographs, proceedings, and articles in
professional journals at home and abroad. Comprehensive results of the applicant’s research
investigations focused on the attitudes of the Czech public towards inclusion and towards
people with disabilities were elaborated in the monograph Disability as an Axiological Category
of Social Participation (2013).

2. Prerequisites for inclusive education at the level of the school, teaching staff
and caregivers

Since 2010, the candidate's research activities have focused on the area of prerequisites and
practical implementation of inclusive education in the environment of mainstream schools and
other educational institutions. Research activities have focused on identifying the knowledge
and skills that are essential for teaching staff to work in inclusive classrooms, the ways in which
teachers, teacher assistants and special teachers work, and the readiness of schools as
institutions to educate all pupils.
This topic was addressed by the candidate in the project Towards Inclusive Learning
Environments in Vocational Education and Training (Leonardo da Vinci, LLP-LEO05-06164,
2011-2013). The project focused on the design and evaluation of tools for support and
development of inclusive education in secondary vocational schools.
The most significant research project where the candidate acted as a primary investigator for
the Czech Republic between 2017 and 2019 was the ISOTIS — Inclusive Education and Social
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Support to Tackle Inequalities in Society (HORIZON2020, 727069) project, in which research
on school failure of marginalised groups across European countries was carried out with the
aim of developing pedagogical tools to support education of marginalized social groups, with
an emphasis on the intrinsic cultural resources of specific disadvantaged groups. The
candidate elaborated the concept of participation and brought it to the discourse of special
education.

The candidate has presented his research findings at a number of national and international
conferences, such as The 5th EARLI Learning and Professional Development Conference.
Munich, Germany, 2010 (Embracing the Challenges of Diversity in the Inclusion of Adults with
Special Educational Needs in Vocational Training; A Comparative Study of the Changing Role
of SEN Teachers in the European Context), or at the EAPRIL Conference, 2014 Nicosia,
Cyprus (Burnout syndrome in Teachers of Special schools in the South Moravia Region in
Czech Republic).

3. Educational and intervention procedures for children with neurodevelopmental
disabilities with a focus on applied behavior analysis

The last of the candidate's profiling topics is the development and research in the field of
education and intervention for children with neurodevelopmental disabilities, specifically
children with autism spectrum disorder (ASD). This topic has been the focus of the candidate's
research since 2015. In particular, the candidate has collaborated with colleagues at Queen's
University Belfast, Ulster University, Montana State University and Ohio State University in the
area of intervention research in ASD.
The topic is being developed by the candidate within the project of Ministry of Education, Youth
and Sports entitled Introduction of Postgraduate Studies in Applied Behavior Analysis at the
Faculty of Education, Masaryk University for Use in Working with Children with Autism
Spectrum Disorder (MSMT-12040/2016-2020) and international Erasmus+ projects entitled
The "A" class: integrating and supporting students with autism in the mainstream classroom
(Erasmus+ KA2, 2020-1-DK01-KA201-075054, implementation 2020-2023), Positive
Parenting (P+): an autism parent training to address children problem behavior and teach
socially important skills (Erasmus+ KA2, 2020-1-R0O01-KA204-079951, realisation 2020-2022)
and Developing standards and training for European Behaviour Analysts (Erasmus+ KA2,
2020-1-UK01-KA203-078826, realisation 2020-2022). In all cases, the applicant is in the role
of primary investigator for the Czech Republic.
In the context of applied research in this area, the applicant is currently the principal
investigator of a project sponsored by the Technology Agency of the Czech Republic (TACR)
entitled Telepractice - Supporting Parents and Children with Neurodevelopmental Disabilities
in the Home Environment (TL0O4000069, implementation 2020-2022). The aim of the project
was to develop a methodology of Telepractice (online interventions) for supporting children
with neurodevelopmental disorders through behavior practices, to develop and empirically test
a system of e-Learning for parents and caregivers aimed at training them in the use of online
technologies, behavior methods and practices and to test the possibility of using online
interventions in selected families of children with neurodevelopmental disabilities, specifically
ASD. Based on the research results, a comprehensive model for the implementation of online
behavior interventions in the Czech environment was subsequently developed.

The research findings of the applicant were presented at national and international
conferences: 9th Conference of the European Association for Behaviour Analysis, Wurzburg,



Germany 2018 (Behavior Analyst in the Czech Republic), 10th International Conference of the
Association for Behavior Analysis International, 2019 (The Shared Struggles of Behavior
Analysts Across the Globe: Practices of Dissemination in the Czech Republic and Australia).
11th International Scientific Conference ICOLLE 2019 (Professional Training of Behavior
Analysts: Using Behavioral Skills Training), Culturo-Behavior Science Conference, 2020 (A
Look at Using Culturally Responsive Research Practices in the Field of Behavior Analysis),
47th Annual Convention of Association for Behavior Analysis International, 2021 (Supporting
Local Development of Sustainable Applied Behavior Analysis and Telehealth Practices in
Australia and Europe), |. Czech-Slovak Conference in Applied Behavior Analysis, 2021 (Quo
vadis, ABA?).

The applicant's documented publications includes more than 100 titles. The most prestigious
of these are 24 original research articles - 6 registered in the Web of Science database, 3 in
the Scopus database and 15 published in other peer-reviewed journals, as well as 7 authored
or co-authored monographs and 24 chapters in books. As an editor, the candidate worked on
9 scientific publications, and served as an expert editor for 4 foreign publications translated
into the Czech language. He has been a reviewer of 5 scientific books and an evaluator of
several grant applications for projects of the GACR and Fulbright Commission. In total, the
applicant edited 9 scientific publications and authored 115 scientific publications.

Candidate's publications have wide international impact across Europe (Slovakia, Hungary,
Austria, Poland, Netherlands, Bulgaria, Latvia, Sweden, Spain, United Kingdom, Serbia,
Russia) and outside Europe (USA, Iran, Indonesia). Out of 147 citations, 28 are citations in
databases WoS/Scopus.

Conclusion: The applicant's scholarly capabilities meet the requirements expected of
applicants participating in a professor appointment procedure in the field of Special Pedagogy.

Evaluation of the applicant's pedagogical experience

Associate professor Karel Pan€ocha has taught at the MU Faculty of Education since 2005.
He conducts lectures and seminars for students of bachelor, master, and doctoral degree
programs, mainly focused on the topics of research methods in special education, concepts
and principles of applied behavior analysis, behavioural approaches in teaching, special
peducation of adults with disabilities, introduction to special education (in English). In 2019-
2020, he also lectured at Palacky University in Olomouc (lectures on qualitative and
guantitative research and methodology in special education research).

He conducted a high number of teaching exchanges abroad, including invited lectures, the
most important of which include stays and lectures at: Montana State University Billings,
School of Education and Human Development, Montana, USA (2018); University of
Northampton, UK (2017); Queen's University of Belfast, UK (2015); George Washington
University, Washington DC, USA (2009); Mid Sweden University, Sweden (2008); JAMK
University of Applied Sciences, School of Professional Teacher Education, Jyvaskyla, Finland
(several times since 2008); Sinclair Community College, Department of English, Dayton, Ohio,
USA (2005).

The candidate is involved in the doctoral program Special Education as a supervisor, lecturer
and examiner. He is currently supervising two doctoral students and has successfully
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supervised three doctoral students, who completed their studies, one of them in the English
version of the degree program. The candidate regularly participates in the admission process
doctoral students of Special Education. He has actively participated in the preparation of the
institutional accreditation of the PhD program in Special Education (2019-2020) and from 2024
onwards the candidate is expected to serve as the guarantor of that program.

As a thesis advisor, he has successfully led 54 master's theses (and is currently supervising
5) and 14 bachelor's theses (and is currently supervising 4). He is a frequent chair or member
of state final examination committees for the Special Education degree programs.

Associate professor Karel Pan€ocha has co-authored one textbook, 5 textbook chapters and
several e-learning courses and instructional video series.

As an expert capable presenting his research in a comprehensible way to a wide audience, he
has been invited as a guest several times to Czech Public Radio and Czech Television to
programs focused on autism, ABA interventions or inclusion in schools.

Conclusion: The applicant's pedagogical capabilities meet the requirements expected of

applicants participating in a professor appointment procedure in the field of Special Pedagogy.

Evaluation of the applicant as a respected and recognized scholarly figure in a given
field

Associate Professor Karel PanCocha is a recognized scholarly figure in the field of Special
Pedagogy, a renowned expert both at home and abroad. This is evidenced by his research
activities within the frame of international projects (HORIZON 2020, Erasmus+), rich lecturing
and training activities for the professional public in the Czech Republic (e.g. Conference of the
International Day for Understanding Autism, Conference on the Issues of the Child with
Impaired Communication Skills in Education, Expert Seminar of the Psychiatric Clinic of the
University Hospital Brno, Seminars of the Department of Child Neurology of the Faculty of
Medicine and the University Hospital Brno) and in abroad (e.g. Seminar of the Centre for
Behaviour Analysis, Queens University Belfast, lectures at Jyvaskyla University of Applied
Sciences in Finland, and Sinclair Community College, Ohio, USA), established contacts with
the scientific community in many European countries and in the USA. His publications have
been cited in methodological materials of public institutions (e.g. Ombudsman - Public
Defender of Rights, 2020) and by recognized experts abroad (e.g. his article "A survey of the
use of applied behavior analysis for children with autism in the Czech Republic" published in
the European Journal of Special Needs Education was cited by Prof. Erik Artzen from the Oslo
Metropolitan University and Prof. Lise Roll-Pettersson from the University of Stockholm).

As far as his university activities are concerned, the candidate is a member of the MU
Academic Senate and a member of the Academic Senate Economics Committee since 2021.
Among his extra-university activities, he is a member of the Association of Applied Behavior
Analysis International, the European Association for Behaviour Analysis and the Czech Society
of Applied Behavior Analysis.

The Board concludes that the publications and scientific activities of associate professor Karel
Pancocha, Ph.D., in its content and scope meets the requirements for the appointment as a
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professor at Masaryk University. The Board appreciates that the applicant's publication activity
is very closely linked to his research area and is significantly applied in his teaching activities
with an impact to special education practice. In his work at Masaryk University, the candidate
has focused on teaching and research in the field of participation of people with disabilities in
society, the possibilities and prerequisites of inclusive education and intervention procedures
for children with neurodevelopmental disorders. In the frame of international cooperation, he
has established long term contacts with several higher education institutions in Finland, the
United Kingdom and the United States, where he worked for several semesters. In recent
years, his teaching and creative work has specialized on the topic of early intervention in
children with autism spectrum disorder. The candidate has created his own school of evidence-
based interventions for ASD based on applied behavior analysis in the Czech Republic. These
approaches are currently recommended as the standards of care by many renowned
professional societies.

Conclusion: The applicant is a respected and recognized scholarly figure in his field. The
applicant has made a significant contribution to the development of his field. The applicant
constitutes a leading figure in his field of Special Pedagogy scholarship and research.
