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Hodnoceni védecké kvalifikace uchazece

Jana Zerzova je v odborné komunité znam4 jako vyrazna predstavitelka didaktiky cizich jazykd,
zejména didaktiky anglictiny. K jejim hlavnim vyzkumnym zaméfenim patfi rozvoj a hodnoceni
interkulturni komunika&ni kompetence a poradenstvi s ohledem na uéeni se cizich jazyku jedinci
s poruchami autistického spektra, a to nejen ve Skolni tfidé. Druhé jmenované téma je stéle
jesté v oborové didaktickém vyzkumu uchopeno marginalné, o to vic je zkoumani Jany Zerzoveé
v této oblasti cennégjsi. Ve svych dil€ich vyzkumech se vénuje také problematice integrovaného
vyuCovani pfedmétu a ciziho jazyka (Content and Language Integrated Learning — CLIL) a
uchopuje aktualni vyzvy oborové didaktického vyzkumu, k nimZ mj. patfi mediace a rozvoj
plurilingvni a plurikulturni kompetence ve vyuce cizich jazykd ve vztahu k rozvoji (interkulturni)
komunikaéni kompetence. Jeji védecké zamé&reni ovlivnil dlouhodoby zajem o didaktiku cizich
jazykl v pruniku s jejimi pfibuznymi disciplinami — jedné se pfedevsim o specialni pedagogiku,
kulturni védy a lingvistiku. Zalozeni i zaméfeni praci Jany Zerzové tak nabyvaji vysokou miru
interdisciplinarity, coz zcela rezonuje se sou€asnymi smeéry ve vyzkumu procest uceni a
vyucéovani cizich jazyka.

Vyraznd je postupna profilace Jany Zerzové v oblasti metodologie. S ohledem na téma rozvoje
a hodnoceni interkulturni komunikacni kompetence (IKK) jiz ve své prvni monografii Interkulturni



komunikacéni kompetence a jeji rozvijeni v hodinéch anglického jazyka na 2. stupni ZS (2012)
predstavuje prvni komplexnéjsi pokus o uchopeni této slozité problematiky v kontextu oborové
didaktického vyzkumu v Ceské republice a jeji jadro tvofi rozpracovani teoreticko-
metodologickych vychodisek pro zkouméni IKK ve vyuce angli¢tiny a navrzeni vyzkumnych
nastroju pro jeji analyzu.

Vyznamnym pocinem uchazecky je v této souvislosti Usp&Sna implementace nastroje pro
meéfeni rozvoje interkulturni kompetence (Intercultural Development Inventory®, v. 3, IDI, LLC)
ve vyuce cizich jazyku, pro jehoZ pouzivani ziskala kvalifikaci ve Svycarsku (2010). Podnétné
metodologické pfistupy a interdisciplinarni pfesah se vyrazné projevuji napf. ve studii
Opportunities to develop intercultural communicative competence in Czech lower-secondary
schools: Findings of the IRSE Video Study of German (2018), v niZ Jana Zerzova vyuZziva pro
svUj vyzkum vyuky videozaznam a jeho analyzu (videostudie).

Soubézné s vySe uvedenymi vyzkumnymi tématy uchazecku oslovovala i oblast poradentstvi
se zaméfenim na podporu ucinnosti prabéhu Skolniho vzdélavani, coz ji pfivedlo k promysleni
novych pfistupl k podpore vyucovani a u€eni cizich jazykl (na pfikladu angli¢tiny) zaku a zakyn
s poruchou autistického spektra (PAS) a snimi spojenych metodologickych postupu.
Vysledkem je predlozena habilitaCni prace, v niz Jana Zerzova uplatnila originalni vyzkumny
design na praseciku didaktiky anglického jazyka a specialni pedagogiky (konkrétné ve spektru
autismu). Dil¢i vysledky tohoto vyzkumu jiz UspéSné prezentovala na mezinarodnich
konferencich a publikovala (napf. ve sborniku pfispévkl z konference Innovation in Language
Learning 17th Edition — International Conference, ktery byl zaslan k posouzeni pro zafazeni do
databazi WoS a Scopus).

Publikované vysledky uchazecky Ize shrnout nasledovné:

- 7 odbornych ¢lankl v recenzovanych ¢asopisech, z nich 4 evidovany ve WoS
a 1 ve Scopus databazi (do recenzniho fizeni byly odeslany dalsi 4 ¢lanky, 2 z nich by
mély byt publikovany v ¢asopisech ve WoS a 2 v ¢asopisech ve Scopus),

- 3 odborné knihy,

- 10 kapitol v odbornych knih&ch,

- 6 stati ve sbornicich,

- 8 vyzadanych pfednasek (z toho 2 v zahranici),

- 19 prezentaci na konferencich (z toho 8 v zahranici),

- 7 recenznich stanovisek pro ¢asopisy,

- 1 recenzni posudek na knihu.

Odborné prace uchaze€ky maji ve védecké komunité vyznamny dopad. Dokladem jsou Cetné
ohlasy, které predstavuji 172 citaci, z nich 32 citaci se vyskytuje v mezinarodnich databazich
WoS nebo Scopus.

Co se tyCe projektové cinnosti uchazecCky, Jana Zerzova je c¢lenkou fidiciho vyboru
mezinarodniho projektu EU-COST (CLIL Network for Languages in Education: Towards bi- and
multilingual disciplinary literacies, 2022-2026). V roce 2011 byla soucasti realizacniho tymu
projektu GACR (Ugitel-expert: jeho charakteristiky a determinanty profesniho rozvoje (na pozadi
cizojazycné vyuky), 2011-2013). Dale byla Sestkrat zapojena v FeSeni projektd rozvojovych (2x
OPVK, 2x OP VVV, OP JAK, NPO) a sedmkrat v projektech internich (projekty specifického
vyzkumu —1x jako feSitelka, projekty na inovaci vyuky, FRMU).

Zavér: Védecka kvalifikace uchazeCky odpovida pozadavkim standardné kladenym na
uchazece v ramci habilitaCnich fizeni v oboru Didaktika ciziho jazyka.



Hodnoceni pedagogické zpusobilosti uchazece

Jana Zerzova ma bohaté zkuSenosti s vyukou (nejen) angli¢tiny. Jiz v roce 2004 béhem svého
magisterského studia zacala pracovat jako lektorka cizich jazykd pro fadu jazykovych Skol, kde
vyuCovala jak dospélé jedince v kurzech obecné a obchodni angli¢tiny, némciny a €estiny pro
cizince, tak Zaky a zakyné prvniho a druhého stupné ZS v kurzech angliétiny. Jako dobrovolnice
se v letech 1997 aZ 2004 (v klubu Ratolest) podilela na organizaci tzv. letnich kempa s tymy
lektord z USA a outdoorovych a zazitkovych taborl a vikendovych pobytd rlizného typu pro
stfedoskolskou mladez. Od roku 2007 pracuje pro jazykovou Skolu Aspena jako metodic¢ka pro
anglicky a némecky jazyk a ¢estinu pro cizince.

Od roku 2009 plsobi Jana Zerzova na Katedfe anglického jazyka a literatury Pedagogické
fakulty Masarykovy univerzity, kde vedla a vede pfednasky a seminafe v ramci raznych
predméta (napf. prakticky jazyk, oborova didaktika v magisterskych studijnich programech),
fada z nich souvisi s jejim vyzkumnym zaméfenim (napf. Intercultural Education in English
Classroom nebo Vztahy mezi kulturami). Do vyuky oborové didaktiky systematicky zafazuje
problematiku u€eni a vyu€ovani cizich jazyku u Zaku se specialnimi vzdélavacimi potfebami.

Od roku 2012 vede kurz Angli¢tiny Online, ktery si zapisuji studenti vSech obor(i na Masarykové
univerzité. Kurz pfedstavuje na Masarykové univerzité unikatni pfedmét co do poctu studentu,
ktefi jej kazdy semestr absolvuji (cca 800-1000). Tento kurz rovnéz slouzi studentim katedry
anglického jazyka a literatury pro rozvoj jejich dovednosti v roli moderatorti psanych diskusnich
fér orientovanych na rozvoj angli¢tiny jako ciziho jazyka v pfedmétu E-learningovych asistentd.

Typickym znakem pro jeji pedagogickou €innost je kontinualni inovace vyu€ovanych predmétd,
coz dokladaji mj. i jeji realizované rozvojové projekty s univerzitni podporou (viz vySe projektova
¢innost).

Jana Zerzova je Clenkou komisi statnich zavére€nych zkousek pro bakalafsky i magistersky
studijni program Anglicky jazyk se zaméfenim na vzdélavani a UCitelstvi anglického jazyka pro
zakladni skoly). V souasné dobé je také skolitelkou v doktorském studijnim programu Didaktika
ciziho jazyka na PdF MU (2 studentky).

Jana Zerzova vedla 36 bakalafskych a 45 magisterskych praci, pfevazné z oblasti didaktiky

cizich jazyku, pfiCemz fada znich byla velmi kvalitnich a nékteré obdrzely cenu
dékana/dékanky.

Hodnoceni habilitacni prace uchazece

Tématem habilitacni prace nesouci nazev Learning English as a Foreign Language with Autism
Spectrum Disorder: Reflection of Classroom Practices and Experience(s) je problematika
inkluzivniho cizojazyéného vzdélavani jedincu s poruchami autistického spektra (PAS)
v kontextu Ceského Skolstvi. Jana Zerzova si v ni jako hlavni cil stanovila prozkoumat
zkusenosti zakl a zakyn s PAS a jejich ucitell a ugitelek v hodinach angli¢tiny, pficemz se
zaméruje jak na aspekty tykajici se prostfedi ve tfidé a vyuky obecné, tak i na specifika vyuky
anglictiny jako ciziho jazyka. Zahrnuje rovnéz nazory a zkuSenosti rodi€u. Na zékladé ziskanych
poznatk( poté vytvofila model pro podporu vyuky ciziho jazyka u osob s PAS.



Prace ma charakter teoreticko-empirické studie a je vyznamna svym interdisciplinarnim
zalozenim a promyslené koncipovanym vyzkumem. Teoreticky ramec prace je logicky a
soudrzny, jsou v ném predstaveny kliCové charakteristiky poruchy autistického spektra (PAS)
v Uuzkém propojeni s proménnymi ve vyuce. Jsou zde rovnéZz uvedeny Skolni podminky a
pristupy, které uvadéji silné stranky i mozné obtize zaku a zakyn s PAS v hodinach ciziho
jazyka. ,Text pfistupuje citlivé k riznorodosti zakl a vyhyba se zjednodusujicimu pohledu.” (z
posudku prof. Panochy). UchazeCka zde prokazuje Siroké znalosti o problematice PAS (i)
v kontextu osvojovani ciziho jazyka, vhodné syntetizuje dosavadni poznatky bez pfehnaného
zobecnovani, identifikuje mista, v nichz je empiricka zakladna nedostate¢né rozpracovana, a
vytvari analytické kategorie, které jsou dale vyuzity v predlozené praci (z posudku prof.
Pancochy).

Velmi zdafila je metodologicka ¢ast habilitaéni prace. Design vyzkumu je kvalitativni, pracuje
s vice zdroji informaci (zaci a zakyné, rodi¢e, vyucujici, dospélé osoby s autismem), rozsahly
soubor dat pochazi z rozhovort a kvalitativnich dotaznikd. Lze zcela souhlasit s vyrokem
jednoho z oponentd, ktery fika: ,Domnivam se, Ze kvalitativni design zaloZeny na vicero
perspektivach je pro vyzkumné cile této prace vhodny a odpovida sou€asnym mezinarodnim
trendm ve vyzkumu osvojovani cizich jazykl u specifickych populaci.” (prof. Pan€ocha). Limity
svého vyzkumu Jana Zerzova v praci explicitné uvadi (z posudku prof. Pokriv€akoveé).

Vedle vyzkumné hodnoty je na pfedlozené habilitaéni praci ocefiovan jeji mozny pfinos pro
praxi. Jeden z oponentl ktomu uvadi: ,Jeji jedineCna hodnota spociva [...] v pfevedeni
syntetizovanych zjisténi do modelu uréeného pro ucitele, ktery se sklada ze Ctyf propojenych
¢asti [...]. Model je jasné vymezen co do rozsahu a nepoklada se za vyCerpavajici, pfesto je
okamzité vyuzitelny v pfipravé uciteld i v praxi ve Skolach.” (z posudku prof. Pancochy)
Vyznamnou pfidanou hodnotou je i to, Ze jsou v ném oteviené deklarovana i systémova a
organizaéni omezeni, ,coz zvySuje prakti¢nost a realnou pouZzitelnost doporuceni pro sSkoly“ (z
posudku prof. Pan€ochy). | v dalSim posudku je tento navrzeny model (ASD-Friendly Foreign
Language Teaching Model) ocenén, posuzovatelka vyzdvihuje jeho originalitu a vstficnost vugi
Zakum a zakynim s PAS. Vidi v ném velky potencial, i kdyz zatim nebyl v praxi empiricky ovéfren
(z posudku prof. Pokrivéakové).

Oponenti si vSimaji nékterych kritickych aspektu dila, jako je napf. absence provedeni ovéreni
shody mezi hodnotiteli pro spolehlivost kédovani (z posudku prof. Maria Camino Bueno
Alastuey), nebo chybéjici diskusi o soucéasnych védeckych nebo kulturnich tématech
souvisejicich s Aspergerovym syndromem, ¢i zminku o manualech k popisu PAS pouZzivanych
v evropském/Ceském kontextu v teoretické &asti prace (z posudku prof. Pan€ochy).

V celkovém pohledu Ize konstatovat, ze téma je velmi aktualni, jedna se o jedine¢né dilo, které
vyznamné pfispiva k védeckému poznani v oblasti didaktiky cizich jazyku v Uzké propojenosti
se specialni pedagogikou a s vyraznym pfinosem pro pedagogickou praxi. Jané Zerzové se
podafilo splnit stanoveny cil, coz doklada i vyjadfeni prof. Pokrivéakové: ,Vdaka preciznemu
zmapovaniu existujiuceho stavu poznania a nasledne korektne realizovanému originalnemu
vyskumu pri zachovani vSetkych metodologickych a etickych Standardov sa autorke podarilo
stanoveny ciel — t.j. doplnit zname vSeobecné odporucania o vyu€ovani cudzich jazykov u
ziakov s PAS konkrétnymi empirickymi zisteniami z ¢eského prostredia a od ¢eskych ziakov s
PAS — jednoznacne splnit*.

Dle nazoru obou posuzovatelek i posuzovatele se jedné o praci komplexni a kompaktni, ktera
.predstavuje vyznamny a originalni pfinos k védeckému poznani na rozhrani didaktiky cizich
jazykl a specialni pedagogiky“ (z posudku prof. Pan&ochy). VSichni se ve svych posudcich
shoduiji, Ze pfedlozena prace splfiuje pozadavky kladené na habilitacni praci v oboru didaktiky
cizich jazykd.

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Evaluation of the applicant's scholarly qualifications

Jana Zerzova is known within the professional community as a prominent figure in the field of
didactics of foreign languages, particularly in English language didactics. Her main research
interests include the development and assessment of intercultural communicative competence,
and counseling related to foreign language learning for individuals with autism spectrum
disorders, not only within the classroom setting. The latter topic is still only marginally addressed
in didactic research in this field, which makes Jana Zerzova’s exploration in this area all the
more valuable. In her individual research projects, she also focuses on the issue of integrated
teaching of subject content and foreign language (Content and Language Integrated Learning —
CLIL), and she addresses current challenges in subject-specific didactic research. These
include, among others, mediation and the development of plurilingual and pluricultural
competence in foreign language teaching in relation to the development of (intercultural)
communicative competence. Her scientific focus has been shaped by a long-term interest in
didactics of foreign languages in intersection with related disciplines — primarily special
education, cultural studies, and linguistics. The foundation and orientation of Jana Zerzova’'s
work thus reflect a high degree of interdisciplinarity, which fully resonates with current trends in
research on foreign language learning and teaching processes.

Jana Zerzovd's gradual specialization in the field of methodology is particularly remarkable. In
relation to the topic of developing and assessing intercultural communicative competence (ICC),



her first monograph Intercultural Communicative Competence and its Development in Czech
Lower-Secondary English Classes (2012) presents the first attempt to investigate this complex
topic in the context of educational research in the Czech Republic. The core of the monograph
consists of elaboration of theoretical and methodological bases for the investigation of ICC in
foreign language teaching and design of research tools for its analysis.

A significant achievement in this context is candidate’s successful implementation of a tool for
measuring the development of intercultural competence (Intercultural Development Inventory®,
v. 3, IDI, LLC) in foreign language education, for which she obtained certification in Switzerland
(2010). Her stimulating methodological approaches and interdisciplinary reach are clearly
reflected, for example, in the study Opportunities to develop intercultural communicative
competence in Czech lower-secondary schools: Findings of the IRSE Video Study of German
(2018), where Jana Zerzova uses video recordings and their analysis (video study) as a
research method.

Alongside the above-mentioned research topics, the candidate has also been engaged in the
field of educational counseling, focusing on enhancing the effectiveness of school education.
This led her to explore new approaches to supporting foreign language teaching and learning
(using English as an example) for pupils with autism spectrum disorder (ASD), including the
related methodological procedures. The result is her habilitation thesis, in which Jana Zerzova
applied an original research design at the intersection of English language didactics and special
education (specifically within the autism spectrum). Partial results of this research have already
been successfully presented at international conferences and published (e.g., in the
proceedings of the Innovation in Language Learning 17th Edition — International Conference,
submitted for inclusion in the WoS and Scopus databases).

The candidate's published results can be summarized as follows:

- 7 articles published in peer-reviewed journals, 4 of which are listed in WoS
and 1 in the Scopus database (another 4 articles have been submitted for peer review, 2 of
which should be published in WoS journals and 2 in Scopus journals),

- 3 scholarly books,

- 10 chapters in scholarly books,

- 6 articles in proceedings,

- 8invited lectures (2 of which were abroad),

- 19 conference presentations (8 of which were abroad),

- 7 reviews for journals,

- 1 review opinion on a book.

Candidate’s scholarly work has a significant impact on the academic community. This is
evidenced by numerous citations — 172 in total, with 32 of them appearing in international
databases such as WoS or Scopus.

Regarding her project activities, Jana Zerzova is a Management Committee member of the
international EU-COST project (CLIL Network for Languages in Education: Towards bi- and
multilingual disciplinary literacies, 2022-2026). In 2011, she was a member of the
implementation team of the Czech Science Foundation project (The Teacher-Expert:
Characteristics and Determinants of Professional Development in the Context of Foreign
Language Teaching, 2011-2013). Additionally, she has participated in six development projects
(2x OPVK, 2x OP VVV, OP JAK, NPO) and seven internal projects (specific research projects—
1x as a principal investigator, teaching innovation projects, FRMU).

Conclusion: The applicant's scholarly capabilities meet the requirements expected of
applicants participating in a habilitation procedure in the field of Didactics of Foreign Language.



Evaluation of the applicant's pedagogical experience

Jana Zerzova has extensive experience teaching (not only) English. In 2004, while studying for
her master's degree, she started working as a foreign language teacher for a number of
language schools where she taught both adults in general and business English, German and
Czech for foreigners courses, as well as primary and lower-secondary school pupils in English
courses. As a volunteer, she participated in organizing summer camps with teams of teachers
from the USA, outdoor and adventure camps, and various types of weekend stays for upper-
secondary school youth between 1997 and 2004 (at the Ratolest club). Since 2007, she has
been working for the Aspena language school as a methodologist for English, German, and
Czech for foreigners.

Since 2009, Jana Zerzova has been working at the Department of English Language and
Literature at the Faculty of Education, Masaryk University, where she has taught and continues
to teach lectures and seminars in various subjects (e.g., practical language, subject didactics in
master's degree programs). Many of these are related to her research focus (e.g., Intercultural
Education in the English Classroom or Relations Between Cultures). In her teaching of subject
didactics, she systematically incorporates issues related to the learning and teaching of foreign
languages for pupils with special educational needs.

Since 2012, she has been teaching the English Online course for students of all disciplines at
Masaryk University. The course is a unigue course at Masaryk University in terms of the number
of students who take it each semester (about 800-1,000). The English Online course also
serves as a training field to the students of the Department of English Language and Literature
and enables them to develop their skills as moderators of written discussion forums aimed at
the development of English as a foreign language in the E-learning Assistants course.

A typical feature of her teaching activities is the continuous innovation of the subjects she
teaches, as evidenced by her university-supported development projects (see project activities
above).

Jana Zerzova is a member of the state final examination committees for the bachelor's and
master's degree programmes in English Language with a focus on education and English
Language Teaching for Primary Schools. She is currently a supervisor in the doctoral
programme Didactics of Foreign Language at the Faculty of Education, Masaryk University (2
students).

Jana Zerzova have supervised 36 bachelor's and 45 master's theses, mostly in the field of

didactics of foreign languages, many of which were of very high quality and some of which
received the Dean's Award.

Conclusion: The applicant's pedagogical capabilities meet the requirements expected of
applicants participating in a habilitation procedure in the field of Didactics of Foreign Language.

Habilitation thesis evaluation

The topic of the habilitation thesis, entitled Learning English as a Foreign Language with Autism
Spectrum Disorder: Reflection of Classroom Practices and Experience(s), is the issue of
inclusive foreign language education for individuals with autism spectrum disorder (ASD) in the
context of the Czech education system. Jana Zerzova's main objective was to examine the
experiences of pupils with ASD and their teachers in English lessons, focusing both on aspects
related to the classroom environment and teaching in general, as well as on the specifics of



teaching English as a foreign language. It also includes the opinions and experiences of parents.
Based on the findings, she then created a model for supporting foreign language teaching for
people with ASD.

The work is a theoretical-empirical study and is significant for its interdisciplinary basis and well-
conceived research. The theoretical framework of the work is logical and coherent, presenting
the key characteristics of autism spectrum disorder (ASD) in close connection with variables in
teaching. It also describes school conditions and approaches that highlight the strengths and
possible difficulties of pupils with ASD in foreign language lessons. “The text remains sensitive
to learner heterogeneity and avoids essentialism.” (from the report by Prof. PanCocha). The
candidate demonstrates a broad knowledge of ASD issues (also) in the context of foreign
language acquisition, appropriately synthesises existing knowledge without excessive
generalisation, identifies areas where the empirical basis is insufficiently developed, and creates
analytical categories that are further used in the submitted work (from Prof. Panocha's report).

The methodological part of the habilitation thesis is very successful. The research design is
gualitative, working with multiple sources of information (students, parents, teachers, adults with
autism), and the extensive data set comes from interviews and qualitative questionnaires. One
can fully agree with the statement of one of the opponents, who says: “I believe the qualitative,
multi-informant design is appropriate for the research aims and follows the current international
trend in researching foreign language acquisition in specific populations.” (Prof. Panocha) Jana
Zerzova explicitly states the limitations of her research in her work (from Prof. Pokriv€éakova's
report).

In addition to its research value, the habilitation thesis is also appreciated for its potential
practical application. One of the reviewers’ comments: "Its distinctive value lies [...] in translating
synthesized findings into a teacher-facing model with four interlocking parts [...]. The model is
explicit about scope and non-exhaustiveness, yet it is ready for immediate use in teacher training
and school practice." (from Prof. PanCocha's report). Another significant added value is that it
openly declares systemic and organizational limitations, "which increases the realism of the
guidance for schools" (from Prof. PanCochy's review). In another report, this proposed model
(ASD-Friendly Foreign Language Teaching Model) is also praised, with the reviewer highlighting
its originality and responsiveness to students with ASD. She sees great potential in it, even
though it has not yet been empirically verified in practice (from the review by Prof. Pokriv€akova).

Reviewers note certain critical aspects of the work, such as the absence of inter-rater reliability
checks for coding reliability (from the report by Prof. Mario Camino Bueno Alastueva), or the
lack of discussion on current scientific or cultural topics related to Asperger syndrome, or
mention of manuals describing ASD used in the European/Czech context in the theoretical part
of the work (from the report by Prof. PanCocha).

Overall, it can be said that the topic is very topical; it is a unique work that significantly contributes
to scientific knowledge in the field of foreign language teaching in close connection with special
education and with a significant contribution to pedagogical practice. Jana Zerzova has
succeeded in achieving her goal, as evidenced by Prof. Pokriv€akova's statement: "Through a
precise mapping of the current state of research and the subsequent implementation of original
empirical inquiry—conducted in full accordance with methodological and ethical standards—the
author has successfully achieved her stated objective: to complement general
recommendations concerning foreign language instruction for students with ASD with concrete



empirical findings drawn from the Czech context and from Czech students with ASD
themselves."

According to the opinions of three reviewers, this is a comprehensive and compact work that
"makes a substantive and original contribution to scientific knowledge at the interface of foreign
language didactics and special education" (from Prof. PanCocha's report). All reviewers agree
that the submitted work meets the requirements for a habilitation thesis in the field of didactics
of foreign language.

Conclusion: The applicant's habilitation thesis meets the requirements expected of habilitation
theses in the field of Didactics of Foreign Language.
